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Presente Perfecto

Asi se forma el presente perfecto en su forma afirmativa:

[Sujeto + have/has + participio de un verbo|

Al igual que en la forma de pasado, los verbos regulares afiaden —ed en el participio. En el

caso de los irregulares, es necesario saberlo. (Ver [iSialCNEIDOSHTCTUIAIES) .

I have worked I've worked
You have worked you’'ve worked

We have worked we’ve worked

Negacién

I have not worked I haven’t worked

We have not worked We haven’t worked
You have not worked You haven’t worked
They have not worked They haven’t worked
Interrogacién

Have | worked? Yes, | have No, | haven’t
Have you worked? Yes, you have No, you haven't
Has he/she/it worked? Yes, he/shelit has No, he/she/it hasn’t
Have we worked? Yes, we have No, we haven’t
Have you worked? Yes, you have No, you haven't
Have they worked? Yes, they have No, they haven't
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Uso del Presente Perfecto:
1. Para expresar una accién o estado que comenzoé en el pasado y adn continta.
- I have lived in Brussels for 3 years = Llevo viviendo en Bruselas 3 afios (Aun vivo alli)

- She has studied English since last year = Lleva estudiando inglés desde el afio pasado
(Aun esta estudiandolo)

pasado presente futuro

2. Para expresar un hecho que ocurrié en algin momento indeterminado del pasado.

- I have read that book. (no se especifica cuando)
- She has been to Paris.

She has been there
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pasado presente futuro

3. Para expresar una accién ya concluida, pero que afecta de alguna manera al presente.

- I'velost my keys and | can’t go out now.
- It's rained a lot. Are you wet?
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pasado presente futuro

NOTA: Al contrario que en espafiol, el presente perfecto no se utiliza para hablar de algo
ocurrido en el pasado reciente. En esos casos se usa el pasado simple:

- He desayunado a las diez (hoy) ® | had breakfast at 10.
- Hallegado esta tarde ® He arrived this afternoon.
- ¢Qué has hecho por la mafana? ® What did you do this morning?
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Presente perfecto 2 (for, since, ago)

For siempre va seguido de un periodo de tiempo y puede traducirse como durante. Puede
acompanfar al presente perfecto y al pasado simple.

Ejemplos:

- | have studied English for four years.

- She’s lived here for ages. (= for a very long time)
- We've been on holiday for two weeks.

- We were friends for more than 10 years.

Since va seguido de una expresion de tiempo concreta, como un dia, un afio, una estacion, o
un hecho concreto. Se traduce como desde. Acompafa al presente perfecto, aunque puede ir
seguido de una oracién en pasado simple.

Ejemplos:

- She’s lived with her father since she was 10.
- They have known each other since 1990.

- Peter’s worked there since last April.

- He's had that car since last autumn.

Ago se traduce como hace... Acompafia solo al pasado simple y va precedido de un periodo
de tiempo.

Ejemplos:

- | wentto France two years ago.

- She met him at school 10 years ago.

- Phil went shopping two weeks ago.

- My friends did a yoga course a couple of months ago.
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
